III. Committee Reports

A. Conference:
i) President Ronny Blackburn wanted input from the Board for a keynote speaker. The
conference is coming up fast so we need to find someone. Several options were proposed
but nothing finalized.



B. Communication / Public Relations:
1) Jim Milford mentioned the MAGIC newsletter will be published next month. Articles

iv) Rick Stieg said the scgis@latte.memphis.edu email list service will not be available after
July 1%, We need to establish a new group list through yahoo, sharepoint or some other
entity.

D. Training / Education

suggested www.teachmegis.com. It may not work out this year but we may keep it in
mind for next years conference.

ii1) Joyce Brasell mentioned there will be two classes offered this Fall from Northwest MS
Community College. The announcement is included with the minutes. There will also be
an ArcGIS I & 1I class offered in July to MS employees. Non MS citizens will be
responsible for book costs - $275. A parcel mapping class will be offered in July. More
details will come soon.

1v)Jim Butcher stated TNGIC will offer ArcGIS I & 11 classes this year at 7 locations within
the state of TN. They will be offered to members and non-members of TNGIC but costs
are higher for non-members. MAGIC may want to sponsor lunch for the one held in west
TN.

v) Rick Stieg said classes of Pictometry will be available this summer for the new images
and software.

E. Bylaws:

1) Rick Wery presented the Board with By-Law changes and additions. The Board decided
to table the changes until the June meeting. Once approved by the Board, they will be
made available to the general membership for 30 days. After the review, the changes will
be presented at the July general meeting for approval.
